OLEICULTURE IN LATE ANTIQUITY AND BYZANTIUM.
PUBLICATIONS IN 2006-2016
ILIAS ANAGNOSTAKIS

This bibliographic review of the decade 2006-2016 is
complementary to the first part of the book, mainly on the
subject matter of olive cultivation in Late Antiquity and
Byzantium. It was necessitated by the fact that until 2010
the Piraeus Bank Group Cultural Foundation had received
most of the studies assigned, a number of which are
published here as they were submitted, not having been
updated for various reasons. Thus, we considered that it
would be of use to compile a bibliography shedding light
on research already carried out.

This bibliography includes studies on olive cultivation, pro-
duction and trade of olive oil in the eastern Mediterranean
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region, notably the Byzantine Empire (the Balkan Peninsula,
Asia Minor, the Black Sea region, the islands and partly
Byzantine Egypt and Syria-Palestine). It also includes just as
reminder a limited selection of not widely known studies
published in 2000-2006, predating the review decade
2006-2016, as well as studies beyond the geographical
or historical specifications (ancient and Byzantine eastern
Mediterranean), as they are deemed useful as references
and reminders too. In addition, many articles and mono-
graphs are included (under general titles comprising
palynology, paleoclimate and environmental studies or
even studying themes other than oleiculture), to the extent
that they offer significant information on olive cultivation
and olive oil production. Where appropriate, references are
given indicating the exact pages of some studies on olive
cultivation or in relation to olive oil.

The vast literature and the issues surrounding pottery and
containers used for the storage and transportation of olive
oil in general are well established and utilized in related
and updated studies featured in this book; consequently,
this bibliography comprises few titles on this theme, only
insofar as the subject matter focuses on the production
and transportation of olive oil. A special bibliography on
the use of olive oil in lighting (lamps, burners, chandeliers),
nutrition and hygiene has been carefully selected. Finally,
the bibliography does not include generalized studies on
the diversity of cultivation and harvesting, pressing the
olives, the oil mills and the olive presses, the trade and
uses of olive oil, if no elements of additional interest or
significance are added to established body of knowledge.

After the compilation and rereading of this bibliography it
becomes apparent that Greek research and bibliography
on olive cultivation in Late Antiquity and Byzantium is quite
limited during the 2006-2016 timeframe. This can be said
also, though not to the same extent, about publications on
the history of Greek olive cultivation in modern times. Most
probably, after the abundant production in the preceding
decades, when numerous conferences had been organized
in Greece and proceedings had been published, as well as
studies commissioned by various bodies (ETBA-PIOP, The

Academy of Athens, etc) that had also undertaken the
creation of local olive-oil museums all over Greece, new
editions became sparser, presumably owing to the econo-
mic crisis and to diminished interest on the part of sponsors
and other organizations. In contrast, there was increasing
growth in research and studies (mainly by international
teams and scholars working in Israel, Jordan, Turkey on

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palynology and archaeology) about Late Antique and
Byzantine Syria-Palestine and Asia Minor, areas of great
richness and an almost inexhaustible trove of findings
related to olive oil. It is our wish that with this book and its
bibliography inlieu of a review report, the Greek science may
yet again make its mark and reconnect with the good old
days of research about olive.
